Amended Guidelines to the Vaccine Injury Table 

for GBS from an Influenza Vaccine and a Shoulder 

Injury Related to Vaccine Administration (SIRVA)
To Whom It May Benefit:

Effective March 21, 2017, the vaccine injury table was amended to include Guillain Barre Sydrome (GBS) from an influenza vaccine and a shoulder injury related to vaccine administration (SIRVA) as table cases, so long as certain criteria is met.  The impact of this could enable someone diagnosed with GBS following a flu vaccine administration, as far back as March 20, 2009, to have a vaccine injury claim filed with the vaccine court provided there is medical documentation that the GBS related symptoms occurred within 3 to 42 days of the influenza vaccine administration.  Again, there is an eight (8) year look back, from the time the vaccine injury table was amended, for this injury from a flu vaccine, so long as it occurred within the 3-42 day time period.  Accordingly, you or someone you know, whose injury occurred by March 20, 2009, could have a valid vaccine injury claim now, as long as the claim is filed by March 20, 2019.  

The same applies for a shoulder injury related to a vaccine administration (SIRVA), so long as the injury lasted at least six (6) months or necessitated surgery.  Accordingly, if you or someone you know had a shoulder injury directly related to a vaccine administration any time from March 20, 2009 forward, and you or that person either did not know about the vaccine program in time to file a claim, or the claim was filed within the past 8 years and it was dismissed because the 3 year statute of limitations ran at that time, you or someone you know could have a valid vaccine injury claim now.  

TIME IS OF THE ESSENCE because the petition must be filed with the vaccine court before March 21, 2019, and gathering all related medical records is time consuming.  

There are no attorney fees for filing a petition with the vaccine court.  

If you or someone you know has been diagnosed with GBS with an onset between 3-42 days of a flu vaccine administration, or you or someone you know has suffered with a shoulder injury following the administration of a vaccine in the past eight years, please have that person e-mail me or call my law firm for a consultation.
